The UAF Governance Coordinating Committee passed the following motion at GCC
meeting #77, Wednesday, 16 April 2008 meeting as amended from a resolution to a
motion.

MOITION: (passed unanimously)

The UAF Governance Coordmatmg Committee request | that the UAF Chancellor create a
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for long-term solutions to the growing child care crisis on campus.
Effective: Immediately upon the Chancellor’s signature.

Rationale: The provision of adequate child care is a critical issue affecting all members of
the university community, including faculty, staff, students, and administrators; and there
is a growing shortage of child care available in Fairbanks. The loss of child care may
have a disproportionate and negative impact on women, especially their recruitment,
professional development, and retention.
